1994. A'ala Park explores aworking-class milieu with honesty and humor in this gripping study of ayoung man
stunted by a slum environment at the time of statehood. Stew Rice, juxtaposing the hopes of the late 1950s with the
realities of the late 1970s, charts the fortunes of three highschool buddies and the consequences of their individual
decisionsto leave or remain in Hawai'i. Aloha Las Vegas centers on aretired baker, land rich but cash poor, who
wrestles with the decision to relocate to Las Vegas in 1994.Sakamoto is quick to challenge easy affirmations and
identifications. Beneath their feel-good humor and celebration of local language and culture, the plays have a depth
and an unpredictability.
