Why Becoming a Real Historian Might Be Harder Than You
ThinkBy Frank BellizziAs the title suggests, this book is a collection of essays written by historians who have, to use
the expression, been there and done that. Although these stories come from al over the world and take up awide
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variety of topics, they are held together by a common theme: it is unrealistic to think that any archive contains merely
the raw materials of history. Why? Because even the archive itself has a history, a history that dictates factors like
what the archive contains, how its contents are arranged, how items are labeled, access to materials, and the
unpredictable experiences of researchers. A second and related theme is that historians these days are bound to sense a
tug-of-war being waged. On the one hand are those positivist ideas about the high level of precision one can
supposedly achieve as aresult of archival research. (Perhaps such notions have been inspired by recent advancesin
forensic science popularized by television crime dramas). On the other hand is a postmodern view according to which
not only history but even the archiveitself is understood to be an interpretation. People who aspire to become
historians, and armchair historians who want to know what it's like to dig around among the primary sources, should
read this book.0 of 0 people found the following review helpful.

It challenges the claims to objectivity associated with the traditional archive by telling
stories that illuminate its power to shape the narratives that are found there.Archive Stories brings together
ethnographies of the archival world, most of which are written by historians. Some contributors recount their own
experiences. One offers a moving reflection on how the relative wealth and prestige of Western researchers can gain
them entry to collections such as Uzbekistans newly formed Central State Archive, which severely limits the access of
Uzbek researchers.
