It is one of the only books 
of photographs of Balinese masks I have found, and many of the mask makers work shown in this book are the 
traditional carvers whose work is on display in the Museum of Masks and Puppets in Mas, Bali. Slattum provides 
explanations of the dances and uses of the masks, and these are indeed brief, as though the publisher was more 
interested in this as a photo book, but there is also information here I've not been able to dig up in other internet or 
book searches. I found the book even more useful after I had visited Bali myself---since many of the internet images of 
masks are cheap tourist versions, not always representative of the high level of carving in Bali.
