Kupihea, a descendant of a high priest of
Lono (the god of fertility and peace) follows hisinner sensibility and teachings from the elders of his Kauai'i clan to

open himself to visionary experiences at the well known Po'ohonua 0 Hunaunau sanctuary near Kona and the
bloodstained Mookini heiau in the north. He relives the lives (of his ancestors), and presents us with the visionary
experiences that represent a wormhole into the past, which often was unforgiving and brutal yet interconnected with
the land, the animals and spiritual forces.Interspersed throughout the book are historic narratives that recount key
eventsin Hawaiian history. The near genocide that Tahitian sailors who discovered the islands perpetrated upon their
original Melanesian inhabitants; the inflexible social stratification with its taboos, the brutality of ritual sacrificeswith
thousands upon thousands of victims. It becomes clear that the unification of the Hawaiian kingdoms, achieved by
Kamehameha the Great carried the seeds of its own destruction, by enabling his descendants to hand over the islands
to haoles for little more than a smattering of Western luxuries. The portents behind the unification were not good.
Kamehameha betrayed his own brother and then murdered his chief rival, when the latter came to him unarmed to
discuss peace. He then overpowered other islands by using European mercenaries and weapons (canons, guns). This
man's pathological desire for power paradoxically resulted in almost compl ete disappearance of Hawaiian language
and culture. It isonly today, that the descendants (like Kuipiho and his partner) are trying to put together the pieces
and place the tapestry into the modern context.l found a few other things interesting. One of the author's use of the
term "Huna" for the native spiritual practices/beliefs. Many self-professed Hawaiian isolationists (including academics
at UH) deride the term as a Western invention by writing interminable articles and Op-Eds. Clearly, if Kupiheathinks
the term is legit, they have no leg to stand on. It struck me that, although the majority of the author's experiences take
place on the Big Island, and he gives us many authentic hymns and prayersto Lono, Kane and Ku, there is not asingle
mention of akua wahine, especially Pele, the main spiritual force and ruler of Hawai'i. Isthis weird or what?To me,
there are many interesting parallels to religions across Polynesia, including (obviously) Tahiti and Samoa, but also the
Maori and even the dream practices that one finds in Papua New Guinea. The entire book is placed within the romantic
context of Moke's relationship with his wife and soulmate, who accompanies him on his trips. | found this touching
and inspiring.2 of 3 people found the following review helpful.
